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The early success of the Fabulous McGillicuddy Sisters had less to do with
their singing prowess and more with the caliber of their stage props, which
they freely employed on any audience member they felt did not properly
celebrate their performances. (I say “they,” but it was Deidre, the youngest,

who surviving spectators reported was the most intimidating by far.)
